Add an accent color 
to the shutters such as the popu-
lar forest green, colonial cherry 
or wedgewood blue and this will 

You 
might want to consider putting 
lintels’ over the window with a 
keystone decoration in the mid-
dle. How about window awnings 
or an awning over your deck? 
Nothing looks and feels so cool 
on a house as awnings. 
 
Garage Doors 

If you’re looking for a quick 
way to boost the curb appeal of 
your home then a new garage 
door may be your answer. It’s not 
a lot of money for the area that 
it improves. Be careful of the 
lower price doors though. On 
metal doors they usually have 
only a thin metal skin between 
the inside and the outside and 
that’s what makes a door noisy, 
cold and easy to dent. A rule of 
thumb is the thicker the bet-
ter. 2”sandwich doors have a 
higher R value, a metal backing 
and may qualify for the 30% 
Energy Tax Credit. Styles are the 
standard raised panel, (long or 
short), popular carriage house 
and the flat contemporary. Many 
glass configurations are available 
to. Most of the popular colors 
that we sell are in harmony with 
the rest of the house like the 
white and earth tones. 

Inviting Entries 
If you do one remodeling 

project this year, start at your 
front door. The entry is the first 
impression you make on your 
guest and what you come home 
to each day. It changes the out-
side of your home as well as the 
inside. A front door can set the 
decor for the rest of the house 
just by a stain or painted color, 
glass configuration or a panel 
style. A new door can bring in 
daylight yet provide you privacy 
with leaded or obscure glass. 
Change the hardware on your 
existing door from classic brass 
to a contemporary brushed silver 
or cottage black. It’s sometimes 
the simple things that make the 
difference. 

A new door can do more than 
just dress up your home it can 
also provide you with additional 
security by installing security 
plates, new dead bolt locks and 
peep sights. If saving energy is 
important to you than most of 
the new doors that we install 
now meet the Energy Tax Credit 
requirements.
